Minutes of a meeting of Scarning Parish Council held in
Scarning Village Hall on 19 February 2024 at 7.30pm

the public.

Public Participation

A member of the public objected to the planning application at 15 Blackthorn Drive. He
objected to the proposed increase in the number of vehicles on what is a shared drive and
opposed the potential disruption. He felt there would be more noise from barking dogs in the
property. He noted that the area outside the property is a turning point, not a parking area,
though it was acknowledged this is not clear. He noted that the path next to the property is
well used by pedestrians and highlighted the potential disruption that an increased number
of vehicles would cause to pedestrians.

The Clerk noted an additional email had been received from Planning which stated that
‘regarding the barking dogs, Environmental Health have been consulted and have not
currently provided a formal response.” With reference to the Highways aspect of the proposal,
the Planning Officer was ‘awaiting the dimensioned plan to be submitted demonstrating the
proposed parking and turning. The Highways Officer will be formally consulted on this
following receipt of the required information.’

Cllr Turner (Breckland Council) offered her support and said she could ‘call in’ the application,
meaning it will be put before the full Planning Committee.

The meeting went into session.
1 Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from Clir Bunn, and Clirs P Hewett (Breckland Council) and W
Richmond (Norfolk County Council).

2 Declarations of Interest
Clir Hewson declared an interest in any matter relating to Shipdham Lane Playing Field.
Clir Abel declared an interest in the Planning Application on the field adjacent to
Scarning Allotment and Fairfield House (3PL/2024/0124/F) as he is Chair of Scarning
United Charities, which owns the land.

Clir Abel, who
is Chair of Scarning United Charities, confirmed that subject to planning consent a
lease of 5 years would be entered into containing a 3 month notice period.

It was
RESOLVED that Clir Abel will obtain a quote from Bunnings to replace the wooden post
with a steel post and to shotblast and repaint the remainder. The Council will consider
the costings at its March meeting.

Update from the Blackthorn Drive play area Working Group

Clir Bradford said she had held an onsite meeting with the two members of the public,
who are part of the Working Group. One of them is a member of the Pre School
Committee. The Clerk will send her the questionnaire and also send the questionnaire
to the school. The Council can then use the completed questionnaires to apply for
grant funding.

Flower boxes

This was carried forward to the March meeting.

Dereham Cancer Care

The Council had received a request for a donation from Dereham Cancer Care toward
its running costs. It was RESOLVED to make a donation of £100.

D-day Anniversary
The Council considered whether it can lay on an event to commemorate the 80t
anniversary of D-day. This would include lighting the beacon. It was agreed to return

to this at the March meeting.
